Job Description

Adult Volunteers

Adult volunteers are individuals (preferably from the United Methodist churches in the Louisiana Conference) who volunteer a week of their summer to spiritually nurture campers at Caney Camp.  An adult volunteer must be at least 18 years of age and pass a criminal background check.  Volunteer applicants must fill out an application.  Volunteers report directly to the deans of their camp, and also to the Program Staff, Program Director and Executive Director.

Expectations of the Adult Volunteers:

1. Lead cabin of campers.  This includes helping with cabin devotions, making sure campers get to events on time, enforcing wake-up and lights-out times, and encouraging healthy cabin social time.

2. Co-lead a small group with another volunteer or program staff.  This includes leading curriculum, encouraging discussion among campers, helping campers understand topics and finding answers to their questions.  

3. Participate in all activities.  This includes encouraging campers to participate completely and showing an example of participation and respect.

4. Assist deans in their needs.  This includes anything from worship to special activities.

5. Camp is for the campers!  Volunteers will direct their attention, attitude and spirit for this purpose.
